Public Assistance is for emergency response and recovery to public infrastructure damages as a result of 

the declared event.  Projects typically include repairs to roads, bridges, culverts, public utilities and 

facilities and other elements of the public infrastructure.  Examples of applicants to FEMA’s Public 

Assistance program include State, County and  Local governments, public service districts, and certain 

private non-profit organizations.
